1. �Participant Service & Profile Information 
Get more information regarding your 
account by calling a dedicated Participant 
Service Representative or by logging on 
to the plan website. Review your personal 
profile and account information.

2. �Your Total Account Value 
A brief summary of your account 
along with the opening and closing 
balance, changes in value, and personal 
investment performance.

3. �Account Balance History 
A bar chart offering a visual comparison 
of your opening and closing balance for 
the statement period. Also depicts your 
year end closing balance for the last four 
years at Voya to see how your account 
has changed.

4. �Your Estimated Income in Retirement 
Look here for an estimate of your monthly 
pre-tax lifetime retirement income based 
on your current retirement account 
balance.

5. �Your Asset Allocation & Balance by Fund 
A pie chart showing your overall 
investment allocation by investment type. 
Includes detailed information about your 
period ending investment shares/units 
and total market value of each fund.

6. �Your Contributions 
Your total salary contribution election 
for the year, and the percentage you will 
contribute to each investment option.

7. �Your Account Activity Summary 
A summary of your transactions during the 
statement period by investment election: 
beginning balance, contributions, gains/ 
losses, transfers, fees, distributions, and 
ending balance.

8. �Your Contribution & Vesting Summary 
Your quarterly and year-to-date 
contributions, your employer contributions, 
the market value of your account and the 
percentage and value of vested money in 
your account.

9. � Your Loan Summary

see a summary of amount borrowed, 
the payment amount, your balance, and 
principal and interest information.

A detailed list of the fee types and dollar 
amounts associated with your account.

A brief message or reminder from your 
employer featuring current topics of 
interest.

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Your Estimated Monthly Income in Retirement
